The training of foreign cadets and students
at the Nikola Vaptsarov Naval Academy can

be divided into two periods: during the first
half of the XX century and the first two dec-
ades of the XXI century.

187 foreign cadets from 4 continents were
trained in the first period, from 1953 to 1994,
coming from: Albania, Angola, Vietnam,
Yemen, Kenya, Cuba, Libya, Mozambique,
Syria, Czechoslovakia and others.

The foreign cadets study Bulgarian lan-
guage and successfully enter the university,
military and marine life of Bulgaria — par-
ticipate and win prizes in math and sports
competitions, also take part in some military
applied sports, hold navigable practices on
board of training military and commercial
vessels, study about our culture and history,
have tours around the country. This helps
them to integrate fully into Bulgarian tradi-
tions and also to bring to their countries a
part of our national culture, and this, in turn,

Foreign graduates of the Naval Academy
upon graduation return to their countries and
give their contribution to the economic and
business development, serving as officers in
the Navy and in commercial shipping. They
have successful careers, and advance in the
military and commercial shipping.

In the end of December 2012 to the gradu-
ate of the Nikola Vaptsarov Naval Academy
in the major of ,Navigation” for the Navy of
the Socialist Republic of Vietnam Pham Xuan
Diep was assigned the higher officer rank of
Rear Admiral and he was appointed to the
post of Second Naval Zone Commander.
Rear Admiral Pham Xuan Diep was among
the cadets from the first class to ever study
in the Academy from Vietnam (1981-1986).
Rear Admiral Pham Xuan Diep was appoint-
ed Deputy Commander of Naval Forces of
the Socialist Republic of Vietnam (Admiral
Pnam Xuan Diep Vice-Commander of Viet-
nam Army) in 2014.

The second period in the training of for-
eign cadets and students at the Nikola Vapt-
sarov Naval Academy covers the first two
decades of the XXI century and can be called
the Renaissance in the preparation of foreign
naval officers in the fleet alma mater.

In 2010 a second class of Vietnamese ca-
dets was taken and they successfully gradu-
ated the Nikola Vaptsarov Naval Academy in
2018

Its 135th anniversary Naval Academy wel-
comes with over 2700 cadets and students
who study according to various curricula. The
interest in the academy is constantly grow-
ing. In the Naval Academy ,N. Vaptsarov” are
being trained over 150 foreign students from
Europe, Asia and America.

in the Navigation Faculty a new stage in the
training of foreign cadets and students began
in 2011! A plan was developed for a prep year
with intensive studying of English, mathemat-
ics and physics for students with the major of
»Navigation”

At present six groups of foreign students
from Greece, Turkey, India, Romania, Alba-
nia, Germany, Ukraine, El Salvador, Hondu-
ras and Kazakhstan are taught in English for
the Bachelor degree.

In the academic year 0of2015/2016, 82 stu-
dents from Greece, Turkey, Germany and Ka-
zakhstan began their education as freshmen.

For the first time in 2015 three students
to study for a Master degree with a major of
Information and Communication Technolo-
gies in the Maritime Industry were accepted
in accordance with the Erasmus Mundus pro-
gram — two from Honduras and one from El
Salvador.

In the Nikola Vaptsarov Naval Academy
foreign students are also taught in doctoral
programs. They successfully develop and de-
fend their doctoral dissertations.

The experience gained in organizing and
conducting training shows unequivocally
that the faculty has the capacity to conduct
training in English. The direction in which we

work, is organizing English-language training
for other undergraduate majors as well.
